Starting from central Caloundra there are 
great rides both ways. With the Northern 
Beaches offering a scenic coastal ride 
around headlands and through to Curri-
mundi Lake. Riding South from Bulcock 
Beach and around Caloundra Caravan 
Park you can join the Golden Beach Es-
planade for a great flat ride along Pum-
icestone passage and through to Pelican 
Waters and Diamond Head. Caloundra 
has mainly walking/bike paths but there 
is some road use around Dicky beach.
